Road Race: Saturday, March 29th
Course: The start/finish line is on Reeder Mesa Road 2 miles from Hwy 50 at Whitewater.  The route is 8 miles out on 
Reeder Mesa to the loop on Purdy Mesa.  Riders will complete multiple laps of this 11-mile loop before retracing the original 
8 miles back on Reeder Mesa to the finish line.  Feed zone is at the beginning of the lap (intersection of Purdy and Divide). 

No wheel support will be provided.

Team Time Trial : Saturday, March 29th
Course: The course is 11-miles long starting at the intersection of Kannah Creek Rd and Purdy Mesa Rd. The course will go 
counter clockwise of the road race; climbing steadily up Kannah Creek Rd with a gentle descent back to the finish just before 
the intersection of Kannah Creek and Divide Rd.

Fruita Loops Criterium : Sunday, March 30th
Course:  The start/finish line is on Aspen Avenue in downtown Fruita. The course is a fast and flat 3/4 mile lap.

Directions: For the road race take Hwy 50 south from Grand Junction towards Delta.  At Whitewater turn left off of Hwy 50 
onto Reeder Mesa Road continue 2 miles to parking and start of the road race. For the time trial continue on Hwy 50 3 miles 
south of Whitewater and turn left on Kannah Creek Rd (look for sign to Land's End).  Go 3 miles up Kannah Creek Rd to the 
intersection with Land's End and Purdy Mesa. For the criterium take I-70 west to exit 19 for Fruita, turn right for downtown, 
parking and the course. 

Registration: Registration is at the start/ finish of each event and closes 30 minutes before the start of each category.  Pre-
registration for all three races is available online at active.com.  
Accommodations: There are hotels Grand Junction just off of the I-70 exit. Host housing will be provided at no charge for 
collegiate riders – send requests to Anne Spalding.
Entry Fees: $20 per event for collegiate riders or $50 for all 3 events; $25 per event for USAC riders or $60 for all 3 events.
